exit signs, Energy Star washers or drivers, Energy Star refrigerators, efficient commercial ovens
or fryers, motors, variable speed drivers, smoke or carbon monoxide detectors, furnaces, boilers,

water heaters, PV systems, or wind turbines.  By sure to apply to participating lender within 30
days of purchasing equipment, and check with NYSERDA about specific requirements.I need an audit

Consult the NYSERDA Pre-Qualified list of eligible equipment (and requirements)
under the Existing Facilities Program.  Install your equipment.  Apply for incentives

online or on paper within 90 days.  After a site visit, NYSERDA will provide payment.

Have your contractor apply for the Existing Facilities Program
performance-based incentive.  NYSERDA will review your

application and issue a purchase order.  You should then conduct
an Engineering Analysis and submit it to NYSERDA.  They will
visit the site.  Once approved, you can build your project and

then notify NYSERDA for a post-site inspection.  NYSERDA will
collect any final deliverables and provide payment.

OK, but can I get a loan for the
remainder of the cost of the project?

OK, but how do I finance the Engineering Analysis?

Have your contractor apply and submit an
Engineering Analysis.  NYSERDA will visit the

site, approve, and issue a purchase order.    The
consultant will connect your project to the Data

Integrator, test NOx, and provide 40% of Existing
Facilities Program incentive. After each annual
M&V, you will get the remaining 30% payments.

You can apply for incentives based on energy savings (up to $5mil) under the
Existing Facilities Program after completing an Engineering Analysis.
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
